I enjoy the freedom of just using my hands and ‘found’ tools—a sharp stone, the

quill of a feather, thorns.

I take the opportunities each day offers: if it is snowing, I work with snow, at leaf fall

it will be with leaves; a blown-over tree becomes a source of twigs and

branches. I stop at a place or pick up a material because I feel that there is

something to be discovered. Here is where I can learn. Returning to one place

makes me more aware of change. I want to get under the surface. When I work

with a leaf, rock, stick, it is not just that material in itself, it is an opening into the

processes of life within and around it. When I leave it, these processes continue.
